- 56% of students reported participating in school-based athletics/sports.

- Females were less likely than males to have participated in athletics/sports.
Females composed 60% of the non-participating student group.

- 71% of students participate in physical education classes.

- 63% agree that students who participate in school athletics/sports tend to be
school leaders.

- 76% agree that participation in school athletics/sports increases the likelihood of
staying in school.

- 77% of students agree that participating in school athletics/sports makes school a
more enjoyable experience.

- 62% of students felt their school placed the "right amount of emphasis" on sports;
26% reported "not enough emphasis”; and, 12% telt there was "too much"
emphasis.
